Do not judge, and you will not be judged; do not condemn, and you will not be condemned.   Luke 6:37 
 
As I read this verse, I cannot help but reflect on the image that the church projects.  I remember my 

husband telling me about a work colleague's surprise when he learned that my husband was a Christian.  "But, you 
aren't all judgmental," was his exclamation.  You look in the paper and they show Christians holding signs that say 
"God hates Fags."  You read quotes of pastors claiming that New Orleans was destroyed by God because it was full 
of prostitutes, drunks, homosexuals and gamblers.  To most of the unchurched, we must seem like that mob 
gathered round the adulterous woman brandishing our stones, eager for "justice."  But, God isn't like that and he 
doesn't want us to be like that either.  His grace rains down on all of us equally.  The little old lady who never said a 
cross word in her life gets the same place in Heaven as the prostitute who cries out for forgiveness on her death bed.  
We all stand condemned already, yet Christ frees us from all of it, the wrongs we have done, the good things that 
we neglected to do, and all the wrongs we will commit in the future.  This same love and forgiveness should spill 
out of us onto everyone we touch.  This grace should cover our eyes and blind us to the sin in the person who stands 
before us so that we only see what God sees, a creation in God's own image in need of redemptive love.  Wouldn't 
it be a wonderful thing if when the unbelievers heard the word Christian, they thought of people who were kind, 
loving and accepting?  Wouldn't it be wonderful if when people heard the word Christian, the words condemning 
and judgmental never came to mind?
